It is time to returnX.. As the State @/ernment announced all Prep2 students will return to school on Tuesday"26
May. Grades 3-6 will return on Tuesday™@June. Once your child has returned to school then there will be no further
remote learning support. If you have a family with students in Prep to 2 and Gradg @d you wish your child in

Grade 3 6 to return the same time to school rather than contenwith remote learning for an additional 2 weeks,
please get in contact with the school so we can make suitable arrangements.

To support the return of our students the school will enhance our cleaning routine and encourage frequent hal
washing.If you clild is ill or is feeling unwell, they must not attend school. They must remain home and seek medical
advice. This is something we will be particularly strict on over the coming months. In the past, in consultation wi

parents, we have often observed thhild for a period of time to see if they caontinue with their learning oneed to

go home, however during this period we will be sending students home immediately if they are showing any sympton

Changes coming.. A series of other recommendations Wik in place for the students return including:

1 Students to bring individual water bottles
1 Parents maintain 1/metresdistanceas part of the social distancing rules

The biggest change parents will notice will be egsto the school grounds. At this stage we will f@ve staggered

starting or finishing times however different classes will be dismissed from different gates. Parents are asked to v

outside the school grounds fahe child to exit. Staffvill be stationed on each gate allow acces# it is essentiafor
any parent to enter the school groundBarents are remindethat is essential to remain 1fetres from each other
outside the school grounds.

In the morning a staff member will be stationed at each gate from @&8®ith hand sanitiser. Parents arelkasl to

drop their child at the school gate rather than enter the school grounds. Parents will be allowed onto the schc
grounds only if it is essential. Please come and see me if you have any questions of concerns regarding these
